Our Second Dental Home

A state-of-of-the art, modern facility for our patients.

We know our most vulnerable community members’ need for dental care
continues to surpass current capacity.

We are engaging in a $6.5 million campaign to ensure expanded services
through a partnership with SAMMinistries.

This project will transform thousands more lives with compassionate dental
care. With the new facility slated to open in 2025, our expansion marks a
milestone for extending compassionate and clinically excellent care to
underserved adults across Bexar County.

SAMMinistries will offer low-cost occupancy to the San Antonio Christian
Dental Clinic, allowing dental services to remain free for clients.

The space will feature five dental exam rooms, two surgical suites,
laboratory, a sterilization room, and a pano/x-ray room. We will have plenty
of space for our administrative staff and a dedicated workspace for our
volunteer dentists and clinical staff. The new clinic will also have a large
multi-purpose room for meetings and clinical training, a kitchen, and
storage for supplies.
